Check-in is any time after 4pm.

cooling & heating
Cooling

There is no central AC. We therefore have:

window AC units in the bedrooms on floor two,

controlled via the window unit controls

Portable AC on floor three (top bedroom) and main

floor, controlled via the controls on the units

A large ceiling fan in the main hallway (control via

remotes mounted on the wall at the top or bottom

of the stairs).

Heating

There is central heating via the original cast iron

radiators, controlled by the thermostat on the main

floor (between bathroom and dining room). Note that

due to the heating being radiator based, the time for the

temperature to noticeably change can be significant.

There are smoke / carbon monoxide detectors throughout the house.

There are security cameras outside the front and side doors, and garage.

The radiators get hot, so please be careful especially with children.

Exterior doors can be locked from the inside using the locks dial (they do not

automatically lock). To lock when leaving the home, press the Yale button.

If there is a power issue, the breaker panel is in the basement seating room by

the glass tiled wall.

trash
The main trash can is in the kitchen. The

main trash cans are outside by the

garage.

No recycling is available.

lights
The wall lights in the basement are on

timer switches from 6pm to 2am, so

there's no need to turn them on or off

at the switch.

Laundry
The home has front loading washer and

dryer. Laundry detergent is provided.

Fireplace
There are two fireplaces: the dining

room fireplace is decorative only and

can’t be used. while the living room

fireplace is fully usable.
