FIRE PIT

There is a wood burning fire pit in

the back yard. There are buckets in

the shed to safely extinguish the

fire after use. Please do not leave

the fire unattended. Lighters are

supplied in the kitchen drawers.

Please note that firewood is not

supplied. You can buy it locally

from the local store.

There is a propane grill on the patio.

Spare propane tanks are stored in

the shed.

GRILL

There is a fish cleaning table

located in the shed, and a filet

knife in the kitchen. Please don’t

clean any fish or game inside the

house. Please wash off the table

after use.

FISH CLEANING TABLE

IRRIGATION AND HOSE

Please use the hose on the hose reel

and not the spicket by the propane tank

as this is part of the irrigation system.

There are two kayaks for you to use

Boats and fishing equipment are

stored in the shed by the front of

the house - The shed key is located

on the front entry table. There is a

paddle boat on the lift. please

return to the lift when not in use.

Life jackets should be worn at all

times when using water craft.

There is a charge dock in each

bedroom, Bring your own cable.

LAUNDRY

The house has a large washer and

dryer in the laundry room. Please

leave the detergent drawer open

when not in use. We provide

laundry detergent.



COOLING &  HEAT

The house has central HVAC. The

thermostat is in the hallway on the

main floor.

There is also in-floor heating in the

main living space and the primary

bedroom. thermostat’s are named so its

clear what thermostat controls what

functionality.

Be careful not to turn the in-floor

heating on in the summer!

TRASH

The kitchen has a trash can, and

each bathroom has a trash can.

The main trash cans are located at

the top of the driveway

the city collects trash weekly

(Thursdays) from the end of the

driveway.

Ensure trash is deposited in the

bins in trash bags (no loose

trash) - the garbage service

won’t not take loose trash.

Please re-attach the bin bungees

after depositing trash to keep

unwanted critters out.

There is no recycling. 

There are smoke / carbon monoxide detectors throughout the house.

There are security cameras outside the house.

Never leave the fire pit or BBQ unattended while lit.

If there is a power issue, the breaker panel is in the garage.

The lake can be muddy in certain places, be careful when entering

the lake as the mud can make walking more difficult.

Rush Lakes offer anglers a variety of high-quality,

multi-species fishing opportunities virtually year-

round, with walleye, muskellunge, and northern pike

as the primary fish species.

You are free to fish from the dock.

Bring Your Own Boat

There are two public boat launches on Rush Lake.

The closest is conveniently located 1/8 mile east

of our property on 485th Ave and 366th st. As you

exit the driveway, turn right and then take the

first right on 485th Ave. Parking is located at the

top of the hill.

Rush Lake Boat Ramp West is located on the other

side of Rush Lake at 35464 Rush Lake Loop,

Richville, MN 56576. Boats cannot be launched

directly from the house. However there is a dock

at the house.

MUSEUMS

New York Mills Sculpture Park / The Barn
(7.7 miles)

You will be intrigued by the many
sculptures, designed and built by local
artists, including the world's largest
tractor sculpture. The most recent
addition to the Sculpture Park is The Barn
and Grain Bin Gazebo.

Finn Creek Museum 
(10.9 miles)

Finn Creek Open Air Museum is an 18-acre
interpretive site, devoted to preserving
the heritage of the Finnish Culture and
those people who immigrated to the area
in the early 1900's.

History Museum of East Otter Tail County
(9.8 miles)

Established in 1998 in the heart of the
west central lakes area. Displays tell the
stories of the people, places and events
of the area through interpretive exhibits,
photographs, and original motion picture
footage. Open to the public, housed in a
beautiful historic stone structure.



D E T R O I T  M O U N T A I N

Detroit Mountain Recreation Area

During the winter season Detroit Mountain
is home to the SCHEELS Terrain Park which
boasts many features and jumps to test the
abilities of all Skier and Snowboarder
types with its very own high speed tow
rope. 

Detroit Mountain has 21 runs to explore
with 2 triple chairlifts and 2 Magic Carpets
in the Learn to Ski and Ride area featuring
Terrain Based Learning.

Detroit Mountain also hosts the Landslide
Tubing Park with it's own Magic Carpet. 

The beautiful lodge with a cafe that hosts
a variety of food options and the Ace's
Wild Bar is perfect for Apres Ski
socializing.

Detroit Mountain also grooms around 9k of
nordic ski trails. Fat Bikes are available
for Winter Rental to ride on our groomed
Fat Bike loop.

Throughout Summer Months, Detroit
Mountain Recreation Area features
professionally designed mountain biking
trails. Enjoy XC contour flow trails, lift
accessed downhill gravity trails, Skills
Park, Strider Adventure Zone, Natural Play
Area and more! Trek bikes available for
rent. And don’t miss the chance to climb up
into a giant mammoth sculpture!

H I K I NG

Central Lakes Trail
The Central Lakes Trail is a 55-mile paved
trail built on a former railroad line
between Fergus Falls and Osakis.

Otter Trail Scenic Byway
This scenic drive has some of the most
diverse landscapes in all of Minnesota.
There are sections of rolling hills, winding
roads, wooded views, fertile fields, lakes &
rivers. There are lots of places to stop
throughout the 150 mile loop. Quaint
communities await and offer great places
to eat, shop or stroll. Fall is one of our
favorite times of year to enjoy the Otter
Trail Scenic Byway.

Heart of the Lakes Trail
The Heart of the Lakes Trail connects the
cities of Perham and Pelican Rapids and
Maplewood State Park. The trail provides
direct access to several popular lakes
including Little McDonald Lake and allows
users to experience the breathtaking vistas
along the Maplewood Ridge.

North Country Scenic Hiking Trail
There are roughly 70 miles of the North
Country Scenic Hiking Trail that run
through Otter Tail County, MN. The North
Country Scenic Hiking Trail runs from
Vermont to North Dakota and covers 4,800
miles. 850 of those miles traverse through
Minnesota.
